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Stealth Speakers
It’s Not What You See, It’s What You Hear

A s a kid I thought the coolest house on TV was 1313 Mockingbird 
Lane (a.k.a., the Munster family home). The Victorian mansion had 

many great features only a family from Transylvania would enjoy. Best 
of all there was a dragon living under the stairs named Spot. He was un-
known and unseen from the outside but emerged anytime an uninvited 
guest entered the home. The Munsters never needed a home protection 
system with Spot lurking just out of sight.

So what do the Munsters have in common with my BMWs? The simple 
answer is that I appreciate a clean factory look of BMW stereos and 
speakers. They are designed to blend into the interior and not stand out 
from the panels where they reside. This approach is what I have recently 
adopted rather than the exposed amps, equalizers, and oversized speakers 
I enjoyed in my vehicles a few decades ago. Back then I was part of the 
“flaunt it if you got it” crowd. I only barely resisted the urge to place 
“Alpine” or “Pioneer” signs in my windshields. Being a bit more “sea-
soned” now, a more modest approach is what I prefer today.

And how does a more mature music fan enhance a sound system with-
out altering the appearance of one’s BMW? By taking a cue from the 
Munsters! -Keep the dragon close but hidden under the stairs! Or more 
explicitly, replace factory speakers with stealth options, concealing them 
in plain sight. That is where Bavsound really helped. 

www.bavsound.com 

They offer speaker and replacement upgrades which are direct OEM 
replacements and simple “plug & play” units. With new speakers in 
hand, pretty much all I had to do was remove door and rear deck panels, 
“plug”, then “play”! Not too hard of an operation for even the most basic 
of gearheads.

My kit came with eight speakers and instructions (supplemented by 
Youtube videos of my exact car). No modifications were needed to the 
wiring as everything plugged into the factory plugs. So in one day I was 
able to pull the original units and install the much better built replace-
ments all without changing the appearance. As good as it looked with 
the panels back in place, the proof was in the sound. The advertised 

higher highs and lower lows were immediately apparent. But I still had 
one more desire...

What upgraded sound system is complete 
without adding a thumping bass? Not the type 
you hear from three blocks away but something 
simply to give a bit more “feel” to the music. 
Unfortunately, I learned that Bavsound does 
not make a bass for my old car, a 2001, 540. 

So on to “Plan B” (always have “Plan B” by the 
way), which was to get a bass unit from our 
local Bavarian Autosport in Portsmouth. 

www.bavauto.com 

Fortunately, they offer a nice self-contained bass and amp ready to plug 
into my existing wiring. The only problem was my car does not have the 
pass way between the back seats for the sound to get from the trunk to 

the cabin. So out came the Sawsall! 
You might be cringing about now, 
but you would be surprised how 
often that saw has been used in my 
cars, albeit often to the horror of 
my wife, Rachelle. She prefers not 
to be home when I “operate” on our 
BMWs with such power tools.

Anyway, a little precision sawing, 
a bit of reupholstering, some 
gluing of trim pieces, and with my 
attention to detail, you can believe 
me when I say the “surgery” was a 
success and all is well. 

Now I am enjoying the full range of 
quality audio power at all frequen-
cies AND a factory appearance. I 
just turn the stealth knob on the 
dash and boy, do my passengers 
know when the dragon comes out 
to play! Here Spot!!!
