BaT to the Rescue

will admit that ever since checking the Rennlist Listservs in the 1990s
(yikes, was that 25 years ago and p-car lust?) the internet has delivered
countless hours of daydreaming over classified ads for idyllic vintage
German cars that are totally unknown by us in northern New England:

Only driven to Sonoma on weekends
during the grape harvest.

With a move to the Bay Area last fall, my son Chris opted to leave the
MINI behind in the short term. Now that opened up several possibilities

Wait a minute, Chris, you don’t
have $25,000. Then, one day, OMG, it’s a E34 530i touring in Palo Alto,
with a million photos in the listing, a supposed one-family West-Coast
car all its life and the records to prove it. Small block V8 recently rebuilt
by a BMW dealer. Interior clean enough to eat from even after 22 years.
With about 157 comments from the peanut gallery trying to knock the
car down, but the seller steadfastly answering all of their questions the
right way. Auction’s at $1500 with 1 day to go? Can this be real? Must
jump on this and bid immediately. So after 24 hours of auction tension,
getting caught up in a bidding war (it’s a long roof remember, it’s a V8
long roof!), and bidding just few hundred more than Chris’s budget
allowed. And then... voila - a win!

Just a few days and a plane ticket later I met Chris at the San Francisco
airport and we headed to the planned meeting with Kyle, the seller. Now
we knew that a current CA smog certificate was the only detail that Kyle

Getting Back to Basics
Run-Flat Alternatives for Every Season

by David Harrison

Irefuse to debate the wisdom of OEM run-flat tires versus conventional
tires as the best choice for my BMWs. Rachelle’s 2012 X3 came with
run-flats. Since we paid for them, we will use them (all summer long).
But they will be in my basement before every Thanksgiving because I am
alongtime believer in winter tires and wheels for the white season.

As much as I love winter tires for the cold months, they do incur the
additional cost (financial and storage) of having two sets of shoes
for the X3. However I always seem to find good sources for soft and
knobby rubber at reasonable

prices (and creative storage takes up
little space). I simply refuse to pay
for expensive replacement run-flat
tires when I have cheaper and better
options. I buy conventional summer
performance and winter tires, but

if you desire
to abandon
your run-flat

non-run-flat tires. This necessitates tires, there

the need for a backup spare. is an easy
This idea is not solely my logical con- solution to
clusion, it’s also the belief of countless get back to
other drivers who are not necessarily basics

the nervous type. Hence, there are
small space-saver wheels and tires for
sale on the market with fitments that
will accommodate most, if not all,
modern BMWs.

The closest and easiest way for me to find a miniature wheel and tire

set was Bavarian Autosport in Portsmouth. For a few hundred bucks I
bought the set and some piece of mind is now stashed in the back hatch.
The “mini-donut” weighs in at only 33Ibs. compared to the OEM cargo
room hog, full-sizer at 70 Ibs.

the knuckle buster

For relatively little money:
your basic scissor jack and a mini-donut.

Additionally, I needed to remember to include a scissor jack and 17mm
wrench with the setup. I found a used BMW jack and wrench on ebay
that came from a first generation X3 - only $75. If you'd prefer new how-
ever, BMW also sells a complete jack/wrench/gloves combo in a spiffy
tote for $170. Either option satisfies the need for insurance against being
left stranded with a flat tire after doing battle with a New Hampshire
pothole.

So if for whatever reason you desire to abandon your run-flat tires, there
is an easy solution to get back to basics. It only takes a little creativity
and a little time shopping to be ready for flat tire emergencies with a fifth
wheel and jack in the boot. Bl
